LIFE TOGETHER
*Teacher Instructions:  Before getting into the assigned small group material for the day, begin your group meeting with the following (informal and conversational)…  

Share Together
· Have a few moments for group members to share what is going on in their life currently (accountability, joys, sorrows, praises, fears, struggles, triumphs, etc.).
Prayer Together

· Spend a few minutes going around the group and praying for one another. 

Grow Together
· Ask, “What has God been teaching you in your own personal Bible study time lately?  Are there any theological questions or spiritual concerns that have been on your heart and mind as of late?”  Have a few minutes of friendly conversation.  
Show Together
· Think together, “How can we, as a small group, show the love of Christ to the world?  Are there any mission/ministry projects that we can begin planning/working on, etc?”
RECAP
*Teacher Instructions:  Remind the class of the title, text(s), and general direction of the sermon from the previous week.  
Today we will be walking through Acts 10.  Notice four key observations in this chapter… 
DISCUSS & APPLY
*Teacher Instructions:  Walk your class through the primary points of the sermon while focusing on practical application.  Recommended discussion questions are listed below each point.  Feel free to eliminate some questions or to add questions of your own.

THE MEN OF THE GOSPEL
· Look specifically at vs. 1-23.
Notice the pattern that we see in both Cornelius and Peter…

THE BREADTH OF THE GOSPEL   

· Look specifically at vs. 24-34.
?   What can we learn from vs. 24?
?   Notice how God’s saving purpose is moving beyond the ethnic boundaries of Israel in this passage.  In other words, notice how God is making it clear that He desires for ALL NATIONS to serve Him.  How can our church do a better job of taking the gospel to all nations?

?   How can you, as an individual, do a better job of taking the gospel to all nations? (Do you have any racist tendencies?  Are there certain people groups or social classes that you tend to steer clear of?)

?  In vs. 30, Cornelius reiterates how all of this got started (prayer).  What have you learned about prayer in the book of Acts?  How is your personal prayer life?

THE MESSAGE OF THE GOSPEL

· Look specifically at vs. 35-43.
?   Spend some time unpacking these verses.  What is the gospel message, according to Peter?

THE POWER OF THE GOSPEL

· Look specifically at vs. 44-48.
?   What are the signs or indicators that Luke (the author of Acts) mentions in this passage to show that the Gentiles of Cornelius’ household have indeed received the gospel?
?   Compare this passage (Gentile Pentecost) to Acts 2 (Pentecost).  What do you notice?  (Great emphasis on the Spirit!)
?   How does this story in Acts 10 relate to our 2010 theme, Is There Not a Cause?

*Teacher Instructions:  Offer any summary comments/discussion questions to bring the small group meeting to a conclusion.  Make sure that you encourage your class to focus their mind’s attention and their heart’s affection upon the Lord and His message this morning in worship as you will be discussing the material during LifeGroup time again next week.
