SCHEDULE FOR LIFEGROUPS
*Teacher Instructions:  Try to keep the following approximate schedule in mind each week so that we can make sure that we stay balanced in our LifeGroup meetings…

LIFE TOGETHER
*Teacher Instructions:  Before getting into the assigned small group material for the day, begin your group meeting with the following (informal and conversational)…  

Share Together
· Have a few moments for group members to share what is going on in their life currently (accountability, joys, sorrows, praises, fears, struggles, triumphs, etc.).
Prayer Together

· Spend a few minutes going around the group and praying for one another. 

Grow Together
· Ask, “What has God been teaching you in your own personal Bible study time lately?  Are there any theological questions or spiritual concerns that have been on your heart and mind as of late?”  Have a few minutes of friendly conversation.  
Show Together
· Think together, “How can we, as a small group, show the love of Christ to the world?  Are there any mission/ministry projects that we can begin planning/working on, etc?”
DISCUSS & APPLY – ACTS 16:6-10
*Teacher Instructions:  Walk your class through the primary points of the sermon while focusing on practical application.  Recommended discussion questions are listed below each point.  Feel free to eliminate some questions or to add questions of your own.
1.
RESOLUTION
· Look specifically at vs. 6-8.
?   Why do you think they were “forbidden” to preach the gospel in Asia?
?   Notice the phrases “forbidden by the Spirit” and “the Spirit did not permit them.”  Obviously, these men were sensitive to the Spirit’s leading in their lives.  How sensitive are you to the Spirit?  Is there something that you feel like the Spirit has been leading you to do? 
?   Notice that these men were actively engaging in the Lord’s work.  What are you doing for the Lord currently?

REQUIREMENT

· Look specifically at vs. 9.
?   What are you doing to help the gospel spread locally (Bessemer/McCalla)? 
?   What are you doing to help the gospel spread regionally (The US)?
?    What are you doing to help the gospel spread globally (to the “ends of the earth”)?  

3.
RESPONSE
· Look specifically at vs. 10.
?   We should all come to the same conclusion that we see in this verse, that God has called us to share the gospel.  What will you do in the days, weeks, months, and even the year ahead to ensure that you share the gospel MORE than you have in previous years of your life?  
?   How does this passage in Acts 16 relate to our 2010 theme, Is There Not a Cause?

Make sure that you encourage your class to focus their mind’s attention and their heart’s affection upon the Lord and His message this morning in worship as you will be discussing the material during LifeGroup time again next week.
